Suicide is a Community Problem 

Around 2,000 Australians die from suicide each year and for every person who dies from suicide, it is estimated that at least another 30 people attempt suicide.
Many of those who have attempted suicide, or who have seriously thought about killing themselves, will - with medical intervention, counselling, social support and time - go on to live full, productive lives.

Suicide prevention is a community issue with awareness support and education the Shoalhaven can reduce the number of suicides that take place.

There is a group of community representatives from a variety of organisations, church members, health workers, community workers, survivors and other interested people who have come together with the help of Mort Shearer from the Wesley Mission’s LifeForce Suicide Prevention Program to set up suicide prevention network in the Shoalhaven.

The group has been meeting for a couple of months and will be holding a special meeting on the Thursday 1st November to formally agree to form the Shoalhaven Suicide Prevention and Awareness network (SSPAN) 

All community members are welcome to attend; the Shoalhaven has a reputation of working together over come adversities this will be another example of the Shoalhaven working together to help keep people safe

The meeting will be held on Thursday 1st November at 10 am at the Bomaderry Bowling Club Meroo Road Bomaderry.
